TEACHERS’ FEES PER STUDIO:​ Surcharge for each teacher to cover the cost of rooms. 
1- 5 students​ from one studio: $22.00 6 or more students​ from one studio: $32.00 

 
One check or money order​ from each participating studio, made out to the ​Hudson-Catskill Music Teacher 

Association MUST ACCOMPANY THIS APPLICATION. Partial payment from any student or teacher will be 
returned to the teacher for full payment.  Applications are not complete and will not be processed without the 
inclusion of the studio surcharge.​  These fees cover the Judges’ fees and other festival expenses.  Any proceeds from 
this program benefit the Scholarship Fund. 
 
3. The age limit is through High School. 
 
4. Teachers are responsible for selecting repertoire that fits within the time limitations.  Any questions regarding the 
level or status of a score should be directed to ​Florence Grenis​ for clarification.  If the student’s pieces exceed the 
allotted time for the chosen level, the judges have the discretion of stopping the audition when time is up. 
 
5. One original copy​ of ​each​ musical selection must be provided for the judges.  ​This is in addition to any scores 
used by the student.​  Music obtained via internet must have evidence of purchase indicated on the printed music.
